From 1-75 Take EXIT 134 (Caryville/LaFollette) and go East.
You will drive through downtown LaFollette.

At 19.4 miles from I-75 (half mile past Pro Angler Gas) turn PINEY GROVE CHURCH =
Right on Mercury Dr.

(There are also signs for Piney Grove Church at this turn)

Make a Left on Old Middlesboro Hwy (Old SR 63).
(Follow signs for Flat Hollow Marina)

Take first Right on Flat Hollow Road.

At 3.6 miles you will see a sign for Flat Hollow Marina - stay left.

Go another 1.8 miles to fork in the road (also first right after Flat Hollow Marina) turn Right onto

o Captain Brown Lane. (This road is not marked with a road sign but there is a
large white TVA sign at this fork.)
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Go 1.1 miles to entrance to Overlook Bay.
Road name changes at this point to Saddle Ridge Drive.




(This is a
private stone road which the waterfront homes are on. Tack Trall
does not have a street sign. You can see the homes from Saddle
Ridge Drive.
